The requirements for the level of training of students are determined based on the dublin descriptors of
the first level of higher education (baccalaureate) and reflect the basic and professional competencies at
the level of higher medical education, and also include subcompetencies, which are described in the form
of training results. Basic and professional competencies at the higher education level also include
subcompetencies, which are described in the form of learning outcomes.

Learning outcomes are generated both at the level of the entire educational program, and at the level of
individual modules or academic disciplines.

The descriptors reflect the learning outcomes that characterize the ability of students:

1) Conduct a systematic analysis of various factors using modern methods to identify issues that
pose a threat to the sanitary and epidemiological well-being of the population, and assess the sanitary
condition of environmental objects.

2) Utilize innovative technologies and apply statistical and epidemiological data analysis methods
to organize epidemiological surveillance and preventive measures.

3) Communicate effectively using modern health communication technologies, exchange relevant
information with colleagues, professionals, and the community while maintaining ethical standards.

4) Participate in health planning processes and public health programs at national, regional, and
population levels, fostering partnerships with communities to support epidemiological research.
